CONTROL DIVISION TO CONDUCT AERIAL MOSQUITO CONTROL
OPERATIONS WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP OF HOLMDEL

WHEREAS, the Monmouth County Board of Chosen Freeholders (the “County™),
pursuant to N.J.S.A 26:9-27 et seq. has elected through its Mosquito Control Division to perform
all acts necessary for the elimination of mosquito breeding areas and/or to exterminate
mosquitoes within the County; and

WHEREAS, the County has instituted an Integrated Pest Management Program
consisting of surveillance, water management, biological control, and chemical control to
exterminate the mosquito population within the County of Monmouth; and

WHEREAS, prior to conducting aerial dispensing operations over a designated
“congested area”, the County is required, pursuant to Federal Aviation Administration
Regulation (FAR Part 137.51) to secure prior written approval from the governing body of the
political subdivision over which the aircraft is to be operated; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Holmdel is dedicated as a “congested area” by the Federal
Aviation Administration and the County has requested that this governing body consent to its
proposed aerial dispensing operations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee as
follows:

1. The Township Committee herby authorizes the County of Monmouth Mosquito Control
Division or its agent to apply pesticides by aircraft for mosquito control in certain areas
of the municipality designed by the County as being either larval mosquito habitat or
areas harboring high populations of mosquitoes constituting either a nuisance, a health
hazard, or both with the understanding that:

a. The County shall utilize pesticides, application equipment and aircraft that are
approved for aerial applications by the applicable Federal (USEPA) and State
(NJDEP) agencies; and

b. Such operations will be performed in compliance with applicable Federal and State
regulations; and

¢. The County will notify the Police Department of each municipality over which aerial
pesticide operations are planned prior to commencement of such operations.

Dear Municipal Clerk:

The Monmouth County Mosquito Control Division runs a countywide mosquito control program to protect
residents from mosquito-borne diseases and maintain a comfort level suitable to enjoy outdoor activities. An
important component of this program is the application of mosquito pesticides using the County helicopter in
select areas of the county that produce or harbor high numbers of mosquitoes.

For your information, the Mosquito Control Division anticipates resuming the aerial surveillance and treatment
program on or about April 1, 2019 and possibly continuing as late as November 30, 2019. Normally, the
treatment areas are restricted to large tracts of standing water in undeveloped parts of the county where
mosquito larvae thrive. Each time the Division undertakes aerial larval control applications in your
municipality, your local police department will be notified beforehand.

The Division would consider aerial mosquito control in developed areas if the public health risk from West Nile
virus, Zika virus or other mosquito-borne disease warranted such action. Normally, adult mosquito control is
done with truck-mounted spray equipment. If the helicopter were to be used, the municipal administrator, police
and health officer would be contacted as well as the public notified in accordance with pesticide regulations,
NJAC 7:30. The County would also adhere to all additional FAA and NJDOT regulations.

Prior to conducting aerial applications over an area designated “congested” by the Federal Aviation
Administration, the Mosquito Control Division is required, pursuant to FAR Part 137.51, to secure written
approval from the governing body of the political subdivision over which the aircraft is to be operated. To assist
this process, I have enclosed a brief sample resolution for consideration by the governing body.

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RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE TOWNSHIP OF HOLMDEL
AND THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH FOR CONSTRUCTION OF IMPROVEMENTS TO
PALMER AVENUE AND RECONSTRUCTION OF COUNTY CULVERT IN THE TOWNSHIP
OF HOLMDEL AND MIDDLETOWN, NEW JERSEY

WHEREAS, Palmer Avenue is a County Road located, partially within the Township of
Holmdel; and

WHEREAS, Palmer Avenue has been subject to major flooding throughout the years;
and

WHEREAS, in April, 2017 the Holmdel Township Committee entered into an Agreement
with the County of Monmouth to share costs for Palmer Avenue roadway improvements to
reduce overall expenses to the Township and County; and

WHEREAS, the next phase of the project is the approval of an agreement between the
Township and the County of Monmouth for construction of improvements to Palmer Avenue and
reconstruction of County Culvert in the Townships of Holmdel and Middletown, New Jersey

WHEREAS, the Township and County agree that County shall act as the lead agency
for the construction phase of the project, and as such will be responsible for bidding and award
of the construction contract; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost of construction for this Project is $600,000.00: and

WHEREAS, the Township shall be responsible for all costs associated with the
installation of the new sidewalk along the west side of Palmer Avenue within the project limits at
a cost not to exceed a maximum contribution of $107,520; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer has certified that funds are available for such
cost share participation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the
Township of Holmdel that the Mayor and Township Administrator be are hereby authorized to
enter into an Agreement with the County of Monmouth for construction improvements to Palmer
Avenue and Reconstruction of County Culvert H-5A in the Townships of Holmdel and
Middletown, New Jersey.

AGREEMENT WITH THE TOWNSHIP OF HOLMDEL FOR
CONSTRUCTION OF IMPROVEMENTS TO
COUNTY ROUTE 7 (PALMER AVENUE) AND
RECONSTRUCTION OF COUNTY CULVERT H-5A IN THE
TOWNSHIPS OF HOLMDEL AND MIDDLETOWN,
MONMOUTH COUNTY, NEW JERSEY

This Agreement, made and entered into this _ day of ,
20, by and between the County of Monmouth, a Municipal Corporation of the
State of New Jersey, hereinafter designated as the “County”; and the Township
of Holmdel, a Municipal Corporation of the State of New Jersey, hereinafter
designated as the “Township”.

PREAMBLE

The Township and the County agree that public interest requires certain roadway
improvements be made along County Route 7 (Palmer Avenue) in the vicinity of
County Culvert H-5A in the Townships of Holmdel and Middletown. Those
roadway improvements shall consist of the roadway reconstruction, installation of
curb and sidewalk, and drainage improvements (collectively the “Roadway
Improvements”) and the replacement of County Culvert H-5A (collectively the
“Culvert Improvement”) replacement along County Route 7 (Palmer Avenue).
The Roadway Improvements and Culvert Improvement and its appurtenances are
hereinafter referred to as the “Project”.

The Township and County agree that the Roadway Improvements and

Culvert Improvements are mutually dependent, and that the public interest



requires those improvements to be constructed simultaneously to ensure the
necessary construction staging and coordination of both improvements.

The Township and County, agree that entering into an agreement
whereby the Township and County share in the cost of construction will reduce
overall expenses to the Township and County.

The proposed improvements within the Township are depicted upon
certain plans entitled “Improvement to County Route 7 (Palmer Avenue) and the
Reconstruction of County Culvert H-5A in the Townships of Holmdel and
Middletown, Monmouth County, New Jersey”, prepared by Francis W. Mullan,
P.E., T&M Associates, dated January 24, 2019,, on behalf of the Township. The
County’s improvements are for specific roadway improvement items noted in
paragraph #2 below along County Route 7 (Palmer Avenue) and the
Reconstruction of County Culvert H-5A.  The plans and specifications,
hereinafter designated as “Improvement Plans”, are incorporated into this
agreement as set forth at length herein. The improvements depicted upon the
Improvement Plans shall include all County and Township work and shall be
hereinafter referred to as the “Project”.

The above referenced Improvement Plans have been examined and
approved by the Monmouth County Engineer and the Holmdel Township
Engineer. Execution of this agreement by and between the County and
Township shall conclusively evidence their acceptance and approval of the
Improvement Plans, specifications and agreements, which are specifically

incorporated herein as set forth at length. Should a provision(s) of this agreement
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differ from the provisions of the Improvement Plans, the provisions of this

agreement shall govern and control.

The Township and County entered into a separate agreement, dated
August 8, 2017, agreeing the Township would be the lead agency for the design
of the Project and as such is be responsible for preparing all necessary studies,
plans, specifications, contract documents, obtaining permits, right-of-way and
easement maps, and the right-of-entry documents; The separate agreement also
provides that the Township would provide Construction Administration and
Inspection (CA&I) as of the Project; and

The Township and County agree that County shall act as the lead agency
for the construction phase of the Project, and as such will be responsible for
bidding and award of the construction contract.

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants and conditions herein
contained, and for other good and valuable consideration, it is mutually agreed
upon, by and between the parties as follows:

I. The construction and installation of the Project by the County shall be in
accordance with the approved Improvement Plans and shall be in accordance
with the regulations of the New Jersey Department of Transportation together
with approvals from such other governmental regulatory agencies which may
be entitled to pass upon and approve such installations, and the same shall be
installed in a good and workmanlike manner so as to complete the Project.
Not withstanding the foregoing, should conditions arise during the course of

construction of the Project, which necessitates a modification to the
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Improvement Plans; the County will endorse such changes only if agreed
upon by the Township.

The County shall cause the successful bidder to post a Performance Bond and
a Payment Bond for the Project in accordance with the terms and conditions
of the Project specifications, and prior to final acceptance of the work, shall
cause the successful bidder to post a one (1) year Maintenance Bond for the
Project to run for a period of one (1) year from the date the Project is
accepted by the County. The Performance and Payment Bonds shall be in an
amount equal to 100% of the contract cost, and shall run in favor of the
Township and County. The Maintenance Bond, in an amount of 5% of the

final construction cost, shall also run in favor of the Township and County.

The estimated cost of construction for this Project is $600,000.00. The
Township shall be responsible for all costs of associated with the installation
of the new sidewalk along the west side (Township) of County Route 7
(Palmer Avenue) within the project limits at cost not to exceed a maximum
contribution of $107,520.00.

The County participation shall be limited to construction costs associated
with the specified roadway improvement items along County Route 7 (Palmer
Avenue) and reconstruction of County Culvert H-5A.

The Township will administer the installation of the improvements and upon
acceptance of the work by the Township and County; the County will pay

the contractor for said work. The Township will reimburse the County’s



payment to the contractor for as-built quantities for work within the limits
described in paragraph #3 above. Both the County and the Township
recognize that Project costs discussed herein are based on bid quantities and
may be subject to change as determined by final as-built quantities.

The County shall submit invoices with certified estimates prepared by the
County Engineer to the Township periodically as the work proceeds. The
Township agrees to forward reimbursement to the County within sixty (60)
calendar days of receipt of the invoices and certified estimates.

Following Project completion, the County shall be responsible for roadway
maintenance of the curb to curb asphalt pavement, storm sewers, retaining
wall, fence and Culvert H-5A which are located within County right-of-way.
The maintenance of all other improvements, of whatsoever type and
description, located within or outside the County right-of-way, including
curbing, sidewalk, retaining wall and landscaping, shall be the responsibility
of the Township.

Every notice, approval, consent or other communication authorized or
required by this Agreement shall not be effected unless the same shall be in
writing and sent, by United States registered or certified mail, return receipt
requested, directed to the other party at its address hereinafter mentioned, or
such other address as either party may designate by notice given from time to
time in accordance with this paragraph. Every notice shall be deemed to have

been given on the date on which the envelope in which such notice is enclosed



was postmarked as being mailed, as above provided, in a United States
mailbox or post office, except as expressly otherwise provided.

The County shall indemnify and hold harmless the Township from any and
all loss, damage, claims, actions liability and expense without limitation,
including attorneys’ fees, arising out of the County’s failure to perform of any
of its obligations under this contract except as it relates to ownership and
maintenance of County Route 7 (Palmer Avenue) and as noted in Paragraph 7
herein.

This Agreement sets forth the promises, agreements, conditions and
understandings between the parties relative to the subject matter hereof, which

shall bind and inure to the benefit of the parties and their respective heirs,
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executors, administrators, and assigns, and there are no promises, agreements,

conditions, or

understandings either written or oral, expressed or implied,

between them other than as herein set forth. Except as herein otherwise

provided, no subsequent alterations, amendments, changes or additions to the

Agreement shall be binding upon any of the parties unless reduced to writing

and signed by all parties.
