- Brush removal is restricted to residents of the
Township only. Brush will not be collected from
commercial businesses.

- ONLY tree branches and limbs are acceptable;
brush mixed with stumps, roots, leaves, grass,
dimensional lumber, firewood, or over-sized material

- ONE pick-up per household, per collection. Brush
put out late will not be collected. The first pick-up
may be as early as 7:00 a.m.

- Brush must not be stacked at the curb any earlier
than (1) week prior to your scheduled week of
collection. Violators may be subject to fines.

- Tree limbs MUST be 6 inches in diameter or

- Do not transport your leaves to the DPW facility.

- Do not dispose of your leaves in the storm-water
inlets or catch basins along the roadways.

- Do not place leaves within 10’ of a storm-water
inlet or basin.

- The leaf removal service is restricted to Township
residents only. Leaves will not be removed from
commercial businesses.
